      BRAZILIAN DIPLOMA (10-12) REQUIREMENT 

The Brazilian Ministry of Education (MEC) requires high school to 
be a 3-year program of at least 2400 hours of instruction. Each 
year must consist of 200 academic days. To earn a High School 
diploma from Coree International School, students must have 
4,316 hours of instruction throughout three academic years. The 
table below presents the total hours of instruction offered in our 
3-year High School program, which also includes the 2-year IB 
program. When the total hours of instruction is not enough to cover 
a HL IB subject, complement hours are offered to take HL subjects. 

In addition, our school requires 40 hours of work experience that 
count for CAS (IBDP Core Subject). 

 

STUDENT EVALUATION & GRADE POINT AVERAGE 
Coree International School uses a Grading Scale from 0 to 10. 
Grades are associated with a letter grade. Top ten students 
tend to have grades in the range of (9,.0 – 10,0) points.
